Constitution and Bylaws of the Parents Association of Oklahoma State University Article I. NAME

The name of this organization shall be the OSU Parents Association.

Article II. PURPOSE

The purpose of the OSU Parents Association is: To enhance communication between the university and the parents of Oklahoma State University students. 

To provide parents with a supporting role in the education of their student, while also providing a forum for networking with other parents. 

To take an active role in promoting the excellence of the University 

Article III. OBJECTIVES

Encourage parents to support the programs and activities of the University 

Help parents and students in the transitional time when your student begins college. 

To support the academic community at Oklahoma State University 

To cultivate and recruit new students and families to the University 

We are committed to support student affairs and student services that enhance the students “out of class” experience. 

Article IV. MEMBERSHIP

Any “dues paying” parent or guardian of a student or parents of a former student of Oklahoma State University is eligible to become a member of the Parents Association and is invited to participate in the programs and services of the association.

Article V. GOVERNANCE

The governance of the Parents Association shall be through an Executive Committee. The Executive Committee shall meet periodically for the purpose of planning Association meetings and for reviewing, evaluating, recommending, and/or implementing Association activities and programs. The Executive Committee shall be comprised of the following elected officers and Members at Large: President: shall preside at all organizational and board meetings, represent the organization at public events and perform all other duties inherent to the office. 

President-Elect: shall assist the president with his/her duties inherent to the office. 

Vice President- Chapters: This individual will be responsible for over seeing the Parent Chapters/Clubs across the country. This involves Chapter Recruitment and Organization. 

Secretary: shall keep the minutes of all meetings and do typing and clerical work for the organization. 

Treasurer: shall develop the budget and report on the financial status of the Association 

Past President: shall continue on the board. 

Members at Large: There shall be no more than 20. Association members shall serve as Members at Large.

All newly elected officers shall assume office on the first day of June.

Article VI. ELECTION OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Executive Committee members will be elected yearly at a meeting of the board. 

Each Executive Committee member elected shall serve on the board for two years beginning on the first day of June. The term of the President and President-Elect and Vice President shall be one year. 

Upon completion of the one-year term, the President-Elect shall become President, and a new President –Elect shall take office. The Secretary and Treasurer shall serve overlapping terms with the Secretary being elected in even-numbered years and the Treasurer being elected in odd-numbered years. 

Members-at-Large are representatives from their organizations or Departments. 

No officer or member of the Executive Committee shall receive monetary consideration for his/her service in that capacity. 

Article VII. COMMITTEES

The Nominations Committee shall be appointed by the President each year. This committee is responsible for preparing the slate of nominations for the election of Executive Committee members. 

A Fundraising Committee shall be appointed by the President. The Treasurer shall be a member of the committee and shall chair it. 

Event Committee shall be appointed by the President. The President –Elect shall chair this committee. 

Scholarship and Professorship Committee shall be chaired by the President. University President and or Spouse will also serve on this committee. The remaining members will be appointed by the Executive Committee. 

The Executive Committee shall consist of the President, President- Elect, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer and invited University Representatives to include the President and or Spouse of the University, The Vice-President of Student Affairs and the Director of Campus Life. 

Article VIII. MEETINGS

General membership meetings shall be called by the President and/or the Executive Committee as needed. 

Additional meetings may be called by the Board of Directors. 

The Executive Committee meetings shall be called as necessary by the President or at the request of any three Committee members. 

Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern all meetings. 

Article IX. VOTING

A quorum for all Parents Association meetings shall consist of all members present at a duly announced meeting. 

A quorum for all Executive Committee meetings shall consist of at least three members. 

A majority vote shall consist of fifty percent of all votes cast plus one. 

Each member in good standing shall have one vote. 

Changes to the By-Laws will be by a 2/3 vote of membership during an Association Meeting.
